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Rules for Girls State
1. All Girls State Citizens must remain on the University campus after registration unless given approval by the Girls State Director.

2. There is a strict policy against the use of tobacco, drugs, and alcohol.  Anyone found using any of these substances or with them in her possession, her parents will be called and she will be sent home immediately.

3. You must receive permission for the Girls State Director to have any visitors and they must check-in at the Brannon Lounge

4. Food may only be ordered by Girls State Staff or counselors.

5. A nurse is kept on staff all week long.  Any girl who is ill for more that one day, her parents will be asked to take her home.

6. The American Legion Auxiliary cannot assume liability for the damage for any telephone calls or bills incurred by Girls State Citizens or staff.

7. The American Legion Auxiliary cannot assume liability for damage or loss of any personal items.  Valuable jewelry, other expensive items, or large amounts of money should not be brought to Girls State.

8. All Girls State Citizens must be prompt at all sessions, ceremonies, meetings, and meals.

9. All Girls State Citizens are responsible for their own room and property contained therein.  All University campus rules must be observed.  Counselors will make daily inspections for neatness and proper use of facilities.  Any damage will be the responsibility of the Girls State Citizen and her guardians.  Please turn off lights and unplug all electrical appliances when you are not in your room.

10. All Girls State Citizens are expected to abide by the lights out rules, which are:  In your room by 11pm and lights out at 12midnight.  Anyone out of her city after “lights out” will be reported to the Dean of Counselors.

11. All Girls State Citizens and Staff members should be accorded the courtesy, respect, and cooperation with which you yourself wish to receive.
